After their mom had been very busy and they hadn't 
seen any sheep for at least 3 weeks, I had them entered in the annual "C" and "A" course herding trial put on by the 
German Shepherd Dog Club of the San Gabriel Valley.  Juno and Maya were entered in both the "C" course in the 
morning and the "A" course in the afternoon.  Lana was entered only in the "A" course in the afternoon.  The goal for 
the weekend:  to finish Maya's Advanced "C" course herding title.  As she came into weekend with only 1 leg, she 

needed to qualify both days in order to earn her title. 

  

I'm happy to report that both Juno and Maya qualified their Advanced "C" course runs both days, and Maya won her 

HXC title at the still semi-tender age of just 3 years old (well okay, she's almost 4, but not yet!).   

  

In addition Juno placed 2nd in the Advanced "A" competition on Saturday to earn his Herding Excellent A Masters title-
--which makes him the ONLY German Shepherd (ever) to have earned the Herding Excellent Masters titles in BOTH
